PAPER & CARDBOARD: Corrugated cardboard boxes, paper cartons, cereal & frozen food boxes, 
newspaper, magazines & catalogs, mail, mixed paper, phone books, etc.-CLEANED & FLATTENED

METAL & GLASS: Glass jars & bottles with caps removed, metal food cans and aluminum 
cans CLEAN CONTAINERS ONLY -CAPS & LIDS SEPARATED

PLASTIC: All plastic containers labeled #1, #2 or #5 with caps removed and sorted separately
CLEAN CONTAINERS ONLY-CAPS SEPARATED

SHREDDED PAPER  can be recycled if bagged and taken to the 
Rumson Borough Recycling Center behind Rumson Borough Hall.

DONATE INSTEAD: Many items can be donated instead of being sent to 
land�ll. See website for local organizations and other options.

HAZARDOUS ITEMS: All hazardous waste containers and items must be 
taken to Monmouth County Recycling Facility in Tinton Falls. Stores such 
as Home Depot will take CFL lightbulbs and propane tanks.
